1. The Wildlife Conservation Regulations, 1971 (L.]. 685) is s6&' 
bcrcby aoleudcd as fuUuwb :

Game and Wildlife Ofticer."

(3) The Chief Game and WlMli te UAicer shall not 
grant a game licence to hunt, capture or destroy any of 
the animals referred to in sub-regulation (2) vith tire- 
arms unless the applicant-satisfies him that he is lawfully 
in possession of a licence granted under regulation S9 or 
60 of the Arms and Ammunition Regulations, 1962 
(L.L 200), authorising him to use a kearm for the 
petiod during which he requires a hunting licence under 
these Regulations." 

(e) by the substitution for sub-regulation (2) of regulation 11 
thereof, of the following new sub-regulation:
